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A look at the
mourning dove

We've all heard them. You wake up
early, maybe near an open window or out-
side sitting on your back deck while you're
enjoying those first sips of coffee, and you
hear that soothing, very calm cooing
sound of the male mourning dove. Its
name comes from this somewhat melan-
choly call, which almost sounds like a
lamenting or “mourning” human. The
mourning dove is related to pigeons; they
are one of North America’s most common
birds. They can be found in both rural and
urban areas and will build nests in your
flowerpots and even on top of your gutters.
They stand about 12 inches tall. The best
way to distinguish a male from a female is
that the males are slightly bigger and have
iridescent pink and green neck feathers.
So, what makes them so special? Below
are some interesting facts about this pop-
ular bird.

* Very prolific. The female lays two eggs
starting in March, but will have up to six
broods a year, the highest of any North
American bird.

* They are fast flyers, and they can reach
up to 55 m.p.h.

* Their diet consists almost exclusively of
seeds - 99%, including corn. Can you
imagine if YOUR entire diet consisted of
only one thing? | could just hear the com-
plaints: “What’s for supper? NOT SEEDS
AGAIN?!"

* When they take off, they make a
whistling sound. This does not come from
their beaks. The sound is actually made by
their wings, as air rushes through them in

such a way that they vibrate. This sound
acts as a warning sound, not only for
mourning doves but also for other birds as
well. Scientists have actually played
recorded sounds of these doves in the
wild, and it has startled other birds so
much that it spurred them to take off.

Once while walking out to a field, while
turkey hunting, | spooked about a dozen
mourning doves, they startled me so much
| fell back and broke my crossbow - the
very same one | was going to use for
turkey hunting. It didn’t help that there was
a thick morning fog that morning. | may
have used profanity that morning, but this
is a family newspaper, so | will keep it
clean.

* They have something in common with
flamingos, pigeons, and penguins: the way
they feed their young. They feed their ba-
bies, also called “squabs,” by regurgitating
digested seeds; this is known as “crop
milk.” Most baby birds simply have their
parents drop whatever they catch in their
beaks.

* They drink differently from most birds.
Most birds dip their beaks into water, tilt
their heads backwards, and let gravity do
the work. Not the Mourning dove. They ac-
tually pump their tongues like a piston to
create a process, kind of like a suction
pump.

*Odd sleeper. Most birds tuck their heads
under their wings, but mourning doves
sleep with their heads between their shoul-
ders.

*Monogamous. The male and female will
stay and mate together for the breeding
season, and many scientists believe they
mate for life.

*Male and female mourning doves both sit
and incubate the eggs. Males typically sit
on the eggs at night, and the females take
“the day shift.”

*They store their seeds in their “crops,”
which is a large sac at the bottom of their
esophagus. And they don’t follow Jenny
Craig! They eat 20% of their body weight
each day in seeds. One researcher found
a record 17,200 bluegrass seeds in one
mourning dove! Talk about needing Pepto
Bismol!

Mourning doves have been protected
since 1905 because they are a songbird
instead of a game bird. There have been
many efforts to create a mourning dove
hunting season. One hunting season in
1985 was stopped by the Michigan Hu-
mane Society, and in 2004, then-Governor
Jennifer Granholm signed Public Act 160,
allowing the Natural Resource Commis-
sion to set up a trial dove season. There
was a petition drive to stop any hunting
season on these birds. Sixty-nine percent
of the people signed to stop this one-
month season. After that, mourning dove
hunting season was never allowed.

Yep, birds that sing nicely are popular
with the “Michiganders.” People love their
favorite singers. Just ask Taylor Swift.
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
